These transfers are necessary to balance the respective budgetary accounts for the remainder of the fiscal year.  There was a $125,000 surplus in debt service principal due to the extension of a bond from a 5-year to a 10-year issue as explained during budget deliberations.  This balance, plus this $315,000 transfer from Sale of Real Estate will 

enable us to extinguish the projected deficit in Group Health Insurance due to a midyear increase in the rates.  In addition, the transferred funds will allow for the elimination of projected budgetary deficits in the Workers Compensation Medical payments account ($90,000) and the Veteran Services Cash Aid Account ($40,000).
